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Guidelines for Auditors (International Students)
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1. Important Information
(1) The first semester is from April to September (16 weeks). The second semester is from October to March
(16 weeks).
3 Applications for the first semester will be published on the University Education homepage in middle
January. Applications for the second semester will be published in early June.

(2) Students are placed according to their levels of comprehension of Japanese (interview). There is no
guarantee that students will be placed into courses of their choice.

(8) According to immigration law, auditing students must take 10 hours of coursework per week. Choose only
from the list of courses (4. List of Courses). Courses not listed there (eg. Languages, physical education,
music, etc) shall not be counted.

(4)Regarding other courses in General Education, consult with the office of academic affairs.

(5)For other courses offered by a particular Faculty (i.e. that are not General Education), you may be required

to ask for permission in writing from the concerned Faculty.
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2. Requirements for Japanese Language

The classes are divided by level according to the standards established by the Japan Foundation. There are 5
levels: Beginner, Lower Intermediate, Intermediate, Upper Intermediate, and Advanced. You should take

courses according to the appropriate level of Japanese.

(1) Beginner:For students who have not studied Japanese or who have not reached the Lower Intermediate

level.

@Basic Japanese | is offered in the second semester (from October) and aims to reach the A2-1 Level
established by the Japan Foundation. The first semester (from April) aims to reach the A2-2 Level.

@Basic Japanese Il aims to reach A2-2 Level.
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@ Can understand sentences and frequently used expressions related to areas of most immediate
relevance (e.g. very basic personal and family information, shopping, local geography, employment).

@ Can communicate in simple and routine tasks requiring a simple and direct exchange of information on
familiar and routine matters.

@ Can describe in simple terms aspects of his/her background, immediate environment and matters in

areas of immediate need. (Refer to “JF Standard” Level A2)

@ Can produce clear, detailed text on a wide range of subjects and explain a viewpoint on a topical
issue giving the advantages and disadvantages of various options.

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@ Can understand a wide range of demanding, longer texts, and recognise implicit meaning.

@ Can express him/herself fluently and spontaneously without much obvious searching for expressions.

@ Can use language flexibly and effectively for social, academic and professional purposes.

@ Can produce clear, well-structured, detailed text on complex subjects, showing controlled use of
organisational patterns, connectors and cohesive devices.
